	MATTERS TO BE CONSIDERED BY COUNCIL. 
Cllr. Corbett reported that his father has indicated that he was willing to lease a section of land (Mill Pond) to the Council, however this land then would have to be maintained by the Parish Council. It was also mentioned that Cllr. Corbett’s father was suggesting that he donate a strip of land from Martins Hatch to the turn for Ryton to assist with traffic issues in Longnor. To provide land for the construction of a pavement.
Cllr. Corbett then left the room for these proposals to be discussed.
Cllr. Baker took the chair.
Both these suggestions were discussed, it was highlighted that the land which was put forward to be leased to and maintained by the Parish Council had Japanese knotweed on or close to it. If the council took on the lease for this section of land the Council would also take on the liability for the Japanese knotweed.
RESOLVED
Even though this was a generous offer, the Council could not take on the risk of being liable for the Japanese knotweed.

With regards to the offer of a strip of land this would assist with some of the traffic issues with in Longnor. 
RESOLVED
That the Council accept the offer of the strip of land and contact Shropshire Council to attempt to progress the road improvements by providing a pavement in Longnor Village.
